God  has  given  us  much  to  care  for  and  therefore  we  promote
environmental education, stewardship, a love for the outdoors and
recreating in God’s creation.  This includes regular nature activities,
recycling, outdoor education and teaching the “Leave No Trace” ethos
to participants.  We encourage Christian and effective use of outdoor
leisure time and promote good sportsmanship.

Experience Service
Created as children of God, we strive to improve participants’ sense of
self worth, helping them discover their identity and vocation.  Through
that discovery, we promote service to others and Christian hospitality.
We  encourage  participants  to  live  a  life  of  discipleship  and  Christian
leadership.
